1 Mixed weather conditions will be experienced during the forecast week.  Showers are expected in the morning in a few places 

during the forecast week. 

2 The expected range of daytime MAXIMUM temperature is 31 - 32 °C; the average MINIMUM temperature will be around 25 °C.   

3 Moderate Southerly winds are expected to dominate throughout the forecast week.  Wind strength will vary between 5 - 6 m/s (10– 

12 Kt) throughout the forecast period. 

4. Slight sea conditions will prevail during the forecast week.  Wave heights of between 0.6 m to 1.0 m (1.8 to 3.5 ft).  The conditions 

are favourable for Marine activities

-Fresh breeze: white crested wavelets form with some sprays 

 

-Strong breeze: large waves form, white caps and  

sprays:  

 

-Very strong winds: larger waves develop and white foams 

from breaking waves begin to be blown 

 

Extremely strong. Larger waves with blown foams 

1 – 6 knots, the Ocean is relatively calm with very little 

disturbance. Suitable for Marine operations 

 

 

7 – 17 knots, small boats are likely to be filled with water 

sprays and become unstable. 

 Caution in carrying our marine activities 

 

More than 20 knots, the ocean state is very much disturbed 

and the prevailing conditions is dangerous for marine 

operations. Warning in place!!!!!

TEN DAYS SIGNIFICANT WAVE HEIGHTS, WINDS, OVER SOUTHWEST INDIAN OCEAN 

 

The distribution of wind directions is predominantly Southeast throughout the 10-day forecast period, the wind speeds vary between 2m/s 

and 6 m/s, the significant wave heights vary between 0.7 m and 1.0 m. The wave directions are Southerly (S) and the wave periods 

between 5 and 8 seconds
