This week’s forecast indicates that:

¢ In the morning, sunny intervals are likely to be experienced over most places. However,
few places may be cloudy.

e In the afternoon few to several places are likely to receive light rainfall during the
forecast period. However, the rainfall is likely to be moderate on Tuesday in few places.

e At night most places are likely to be partly cloudy.

e Maximum temperatures are expected to range between 27 and 29 degrees Celsius.

e Minimum temperatures are expected to range between 15 and 16 degrees Celsius.

The expected rainfall distribution for the next seven days from Tuesday 7t April 2026 to
Monday 13" April 2026 is shown in Figure 1.

¢ Do not walk in the open or seek shelter under trees when it is raining in order to reduce
the risk of being struck by lightning.
