Term Rainfall Amount (24 hrs.) Description
Light <5 mm Gentle rain, drizzle.
Moderate 5-20 mm Steady, noticeable rain.
Heavy 21-50 mm Intense rain, possible thunder.
Very Heavy > 50 mm Prolonged rain.
Term Area Affected Description
Few places <33% Rain in a small portion of the region.
Several places 33% to 66% Rain in multiple but not most parts of the region.
Most places > 66% Rain in nearly all parts of the region.
Term Area Affected Description
Isolated Less than 25% Very few areas are affected.
Scattered 25-50% Several, but not most, areas affected.
Numerous 51-70% Many areas affected.
Widespread Over 70% Almost all areas affected.
