1.2m (≈ 0.6–3.6ft) throughout the forecast period.

 Slight to moderate sea condition with wave heights of 0.2-1.2m (0.6-3.6ft) expected over the Somalia, Kenya 
and Tanzania waters throughout the forecast period.
